Answers to frequently asked questions from local residents

Q. Who are LVAG?

A. LVAG is a residents’ group formed in 1989 to
campaign against inappropriate development of the
area. It is not a charity, has no political affiliation
and is non-profit making.

Q. What are the developer’s plans?

A. To excavate safely stored, noxious landfill onsite
and build 492 new homes, a 150-unit care home and
other community and commercial buildings.

Q. Wasn’t this application refused by
Wokingham Borough Council in January?

A. Yes, but the developer has appealed this decision.
A public inquiry has been called so that all parties
(for or against) can put their case to the planning
inspector.

Q. Why should residents be worried about this
development?

A. Sandford Farm is an ex-landfill site. Building will
mean the excavation of 300,000 cubic metres of

commercial waste (which has been safely buried for

20 years), its sorting and cleaning onsite over a four-

year period and the removal of any toxic content

through local streets, resulting in:

e Serious risk to local health from toxic dust, fumes
and possible water contamination.

e Heavy lorry traffic, smells, plagues of flies and
vermin, nuisance of flocks of seagulls and rooks.

e Possible increased risk of flood post-development.

e 850+ additional vehicles a day on local roads.

o Adverse effect on the River Loddon’s biodiversity.
e Extra strain on already overstretched local
amenities.

Q. Why does LVAG need to raise money?

A. LVAG believes that residents can be best
represented by LVAG being a party to the inquiry.
Each party will be represented by a barrister who
will cross-examine the other’s witnesses. We need
funds to pay for this professional representation — see
www.lvag.org.uk for details of our legal team.
